glass door, it effectively washes the glass,
thus maintaining a cleaner view of the fire.

How it works:

1) Primary combustion air enters the stove and is
preheated then introduced above the glass doors.
This primary air flow is adjustable and provides
control of fuel burn rate and heat output. The Primary
sweeping action of the airwash system helps Air
keep the glass clean for better fire viewing.
